Since 1944, Kiewit has been
involved in the mining of more than 675 million tons of coal. Kiewit Mining Group operates or manages four surface coal mines capable of producing more than 37 million tons per year.”

Company history:

In 1943, Kiewit managers spotted the opportunity to keep existing construction employees and equipment productive throughout the winter by launching a new technique - surface coal mining - outside of
Sheridan. Because all area coal mines prior to that time had existed as underground operations, Kiewit became a pioneer in the industry. With this new technique, Kiewit established Big Horn Coal. As other mines
in the area followed suit, the face of coal mining was changed forever.

In the 1960s and 1970s, Kiewit continued to grow its coal mining business with the development of the Rosebud and Black Butte Coal Mines in Wyoming, and Decker Coal Mine in Montana. In the 1970s, Decker
was one of North America’s largest surface mines. It produced more than 10 million tons of coal per year. With high production coming from the four surface mines, Kiewit Mining Group was formed as a new
business subsidiary.

Kiewit Mining Group other coal mining operations are Walnut Creek Mining Company in Texas, and Buckskin Mining Company in Wyoming. In addition, contract mining continues to broaden Kiewit Mining Group’s
expertise, personnel and equipment. To date, through its mining operations and mine management, Kiewit Mining Group has been involved in moving more than 3.8 billion cu. yd. of overburden and coal, and is
recognized as one of the top 10 coal producers in the nation.

1987 through 2008 by reducing known production in 1987 (9.4 million tons) by 1.2 percent per annum going back to the first year of production in 1944. While Kiewit’s annual production would have varied
over the years, the company’s total production 1944 - 2008 is quite close to 675 million tons.
